croft is registered as R1819 on the Crofting Commission Register of Crofts (ROC) and the location code is 749/0145. The croft 
includes a share in the Big Sand common grazing.”



Access to the croft is via a track which forms part of the land and also provides access to the croft beyond, ensuring practical and 
established access. The generous landholding offers scope for a range of uses associated with crofting or small-scale rural living, 

subject to the usual consents.
