Adjacent to the living room is the generous kitchen/breakfast room, 
offering ample upper and lower storage, contrasting worktops, and 
integrated appliances, including a hob, oven, and dishwasher.

Further through the property is the family bathroom, fitted with a shower 
over the bath, wash basin, and WC. The apartment also benefits from two 
double bedrooms, both featuring large windows that allow for plenty of 
natural light, along with built-in shelving for added convenience. A built-in 
storage cupboard located near the second bedroom provides a practical 
solution for additional storage needs.

Situated in the heart of Tunbridge Wells, the property enjoys a highly 
desirable location. The town centre is just a short walk away and offers a 
wide selection of shops, cafés, and restaurants, including the historic 
Pantiles, renowned for its charming boutiques and vibrant markets. 
Calverley Grounds and Dunorlan Park, both within a mile, provide 
excellent green spaces, while Tunbridge Wells mainline station (0.5 
miles) offers direct links to London. For leisure and entertainment, 
Knights Park is a short drive away and includes a cinema, bowling, and 
retail facilities.
