Location & directions:

The attractive village of Beckermet lies some 3
miles south of Egremont and is less than 5 miles
from St Bees Head Heritage Coast. Whitehaven
(10 miles north) is an interesting port town with
some exceptional architecture, and
Cockermouth having strong associations with
Wordsworth is approximately 20 miles north of
the village. All of the western valleys of the Lake
District National Park are within easy reach
together with the beautiful lakes and mountains
of Ennerdale and Wastwater.

From Egremont take the A595 south towards
Barrow, turning right where signposted for
Beckermet and follow the road through the
village. Follow the sign up the steep hill towards
Braystones and continue for a short while where
4 Calder View can be found on the left hand
side, adjacent to the layby.
