Entrance is gained directly from the pathway into the charming sitting room, 
featuring a tiled floor, a cosy wood-burning stove and a front-facing window 
overlooking the village green. 

To the rear, the modern Shaker-style kitchen is fitted with a range of units and 
incorporates an oven, hob and extractor hood. Stairs rise from the sitting room 
to the first floor, where the spacious landing provides an ideal area for a desk, 
creating a practical home-working space if required. 

The generously proportioned bedroom enjoys pleasant views across the green 
and benefits from ample storage. The bathroom is fitted with a white suite 
comprising a panelled bath with shower over, wash hand basin and WC. 

Outside, there is a small enclosed rear garden, together with a detached front 
garden offering a seating area, perfect for enjoying summer evenings.
