The kitchen 
area is fitted with a range of freestanding white goods 
and enhanced by partial tiling in splash areas, under-unit 
lighting, a pantry cupboard, and an attractive Belfast sink. 
Lovely views towards Calton Hill can also be enjoyed, while 
a decorative wooden mantlepiece creates an appealing 
focal point within the living area. The principal bedroom 
is a generous double featuring attractive cornicing, a 
traditional Edinburgh press cupboard, cleverly designed 
fitted wardrobes, and a charming window seat with 
additional storage.
