The property has a well-designed floor area measuring approximately

1,008 square feet (excluding garaging and outbuildings). The living

space is light and modern, having been beautifully upgraded in recent

years and, even more recently, remodelled downstairs by the current

owner. Ideally situated on Angrave Road, a mature residential location

in this popular village, within walking distance of primary and secondary

schooling.



The Property
The accommodation comprises a spacious hallway, a sitting

room, and an open-plan kitchen, dining, and living area with

a lovely outlook over the rear garden. The kitchen is fitted

in a shaker style, with an island unit and integrated

appliances, including an electric hob, an eye-level oven, a

fridge-freezer, and a dishwasher. There is an external door

on the left-hand side of the property providing convenient

covered access to the garage. 

Upstairs, you will find three bedrooms, including two good-

sized double bedrooms, and a modern four-piece family

bathroom with a walk-in shower and bath. The property is

tastefully decorated throughout, and benefits from new

flooring throughout the ground floor. Of note, the loft is

partially bordered.   

The Outside 
The property is set back from this no-through road behind

a generous driveway. There is a garage with an up-and-

over door, lighting and power, an electric car charger, and a

side gate providing access to the rear garden.  

The south-facing rear gardens are generous and mainly

laid to lawn with a patio seating terrace and a gravelled

area leading to a superb outhouse/games room with

power. There is also an outside tap. 



The Location 
The property is conveniently situated within walking

distance of primary and secondary schooling. The village

boasts a close-knit community and a wide array of

amenities, including a Co-Op, doctor's surgery, dental

practice, chemist, veterinary clinic, leisure centre, and

library. There are also several independent shops, coffee

shops, pubs, and eateries. Access to Loughborough and

Nottingham is easy via car or a regular bus service. East

Midlands Airport is just 6 miles away.
