The Accommodation 
The ground floor accommodation is accessed via an inviting entrance hall, featuring a staircase rising to the first floor 

and useful integrated storage. At the heart of the home lies an impressive, dual-aspect kitchen/dining room, 

meticulously fitted with a contemporary range of base and eye-level units, sleek quartz worktops, and a central island; 

the space is further enhanced by a suite of premium Siemens appliances including a five-ring gas hob and twin ovens 

and enjoys seamless transitions to the rear garden through elegant French doors. This is complemented by a practical 

utility room and a cloakroom with a classic ceramic suite. To the front, the well-proportioned sitting room is bathed in 

natural light via a generous double-glazed bay window, while internal glazed doors and further French doors to the rear 

ensure a fluid, open-plan feel perfect for modern family living and entertaining. 

 

The upper floors offer well-appointed and flexible living accommodation, commencing with a first-floor landing that 

leads to three generous bedrooms and a practical airing cupboard. The principal suite is a particular highlight, featuring 

a bright principal bedroom with a front-aspect outlook, a dedicated dressing room fitted with an extensive range of 

full-height wardrobes, and a luxurious en suite shower room boasting twin vanity wash basins and a dual-head shower. 

A second guest bedroom also benefits from built-in wardrobes and its 

own private en suite, while a third well-proportioned bedroom 

completes this level. 

 

Ascending to the second floor, a further landing with integrated storage 

provides access to two additional bedrooms, including a versatile fifth 

bedroom currently featuring dual-aspect views, all served by a 

contemporary shower room with a large enclosure and Velux window, 

WC and heated towel rail. 

 

 

 

 



 

 

Outside 
The exterior of the property is equally well-considered, 

beginning with a neatly manicured front garden featuring 

established planting beds and elegant boxwood bordering, 

alongside a generous block-paved driveway providing 

ample off-street parking and the modern convenience of an 

EV charging point.  

 

The garage, equipped with an electric up-and-over door, 

power, and eaves storage, has been cleverly partitioned to 

create a versatile internal space—currently utilized as an 

aquatic room but easily adaptable as a home office or gym. 

 

To the rear, the beautifully maintained south-facing garden 

offers a private sanctuary, commencing with a broad paved 

terrace perfectly suited for al fresco entertaining. The 

remainder is predominantly laid to lawn, framed by mature 

herbaceous borders, and leads to an additional raised 

terrace featuring a versatile summer house/studio, 

complete with glazed French doors, power, and lighting, 

providing an ideal retreat or creative workspace.
