The entrance hall offers a contemporary welcome, framed 

by anthracite grey doors and windows, gloss white ceramic tiles 

and the gentle warmth of underfloor heating.

An exposed brick wall rises through the centre of the home, inset 

with a modern gas fire and illuminated by a striking statement 

pendant light that draws the eye upward. 

Ascend the sweeping staircase, where natural light enhances the home’s 

architectural detail and the sense of space begins to unfold. As you reach the 

top,  you’re welcomed into a beautifully arranged first-floor layout that draws you 

towards the open-plan kitchen area. 

For added ease, a discreet lift connects both levels, ensuring everyday living 

remains as effortless as it is refined.



Expansive windows frame panoramic views across the treetops, 

while the fluid connection between kitchen, dining and lounge 

ensures every moment here feels effortless and inviting.

The 

natural texture of the brick grounds the modern interior, creating 

a space that feels both authentic and refined.

With ample space for dining and lounging, this elevated terrace 

enjoys uninterrupted countryside views, stretching as far as Lincoln 

Cathedral on a clear day.
