The property is located on the sought-after Brookside Avenue, a

short walk from the heart of the village and within easy reach of a full

host of amenities, including a country park and countryside walks.

There is also a nearby bus stop on Brookside.



The Property
The property is set back from the road, behind a mature

evergreen hedgerow and a private block paved driveway.

To the left-hand side is an attached garage with an electric

roller door. 

Upgraded and modernised by the current sellers, the

internal accommodation is presented in smart and clean

order throughout. An enclosed porch leads in turn to the

entrance hall. 

Of particular note is the excellent floor plan. Three

bedrooms and a refitted bathroom are all to the left-hand

side, and there is a front-to-back living/dining room

opening through to a refitted breakfast kitchen to the rear.

The main sitting room and kitchen both have direct rear

garden access, and there is a lovely wood-burning stove in

the sitting area. The accommodation is UPVC double-

glazed and gas centrally heated throughout.

The Outside
The plot is a particular feature of the property. Set behind

a mature hedgerow and driveway to the front, and with

spacious south-facing gardens with a totally private aspect

to the rear. 

The rear gardens are laid with central lawns, two seating

terraces, and a useful brick-built outhouse store extending

from the rear of the garage. There are also two raised beds,

and the scale of the gardens gives potential for further

extension to the property should the eventual purchaser

wish.



The Location 
Nestled in a mature cul-de-sac in the heart of the village,

the property is within a short walk of Main Street. The

village offers a wide range of amenities, including a Co-Op,

doctor's surgery, dental practice, chemist, veterinary clinic,

leisure centre, and library. There is also a bakery, a

greengrocer, coffee shops, pubs, and eateries. Access to

Loughborough and Nottingham is easy via car or a regular

bus service. East Midlands Airport is just 6 miles away.
