Ground Floor

The entrance hall has stairs rising to the first
floor and a door opening to the front room
which has a box window to the front and a
feature fireplace. From here an opening leads
to the family room which leads directly through
to the dining room which has sliding patio
doors opening to the rear garden. The kitchen
is well equipped with a range of base and eye
level units to include roll top work surfaces.
