The property has been very well maintained by the current owners, who

have invested in improvements throughout their ownership. In total,

there is an impressive 1,173 square feet of gross floor area laid over two

floors and including the attached garage.

Boasting three impressive double bedrooms, a private south-facing

garden with a private aspect to the rear, and a generous frontage with off-

road parking for several vehicles side by side.



The Property
The accommodation is uPVC double-glazed and gas

centrally heated throughout. A large and extended

entrance hall leads to two reception rooms, both with

fireplaces, namely the dining room to the front and the

sitting room with direct garden access and a wood-burning

stove to the rear. There is also a smart kitchen with direct

garden access and potential to ‘knock through’ to the

sitting room to create a family kitchen should the eventual

purchaser wish. 

Upstairs, accessed from a light-filled landing, are three

double bedrooms, a spacious airing cupboard, a useful WC

and a beautifully updated four-piece family bathroom.

The Outside
The property occupies a generous and mature plot with a

tarmac-laid private driveway to the front offering off-road

parking for a number of vehicles side by side. Attached to

the right-hand side is a tandem-length garage/workshop

with power, lighting, and a newly replaced electrically

operated roller door to the front.

The rear gardens are a particular feature of this mature

home. South-facing with a high degree of privacy, there are

generous flat lawns bordered by established beds. Filled

with shrubbery and trees, and a sun-filled entertaining

deck with raised borders. There is also a secure timber

shed and space for a greenhouse.

The village has a true community feel and spirit with a

bustling High Street and a full array of amenities, including

a bakery, greengrocers, a florist, and several eateries.

There are beautiful countryside walks on your doorstep,

whilst access to Loughborough and Nottingham is easy via

car or regular bus service. East Midlands Airport is just 6

miles away.
