Many would wish to update this with a
new suite and block off one of the doorways, which
led to the original bathroom.

Outside, there is a large front lawn garden, with path
to the front door and leading around to the right of
the house and enclosed, rear garden. A gate leads
to a rear path, giving access to the residents'
communal car park.
