The Property

Ground Floor

A welcoming entrance hall provides access to a

cloakroom/WC and leads into the stylish front-facing

kitchen/dining room, fitted with contemporary high-gloss units,

wood-effect worktops and integrated appliances. To the rear,

the spacious living room extends across the width of the

property, featuring useful under-stairs storage and French

doors opening directly onto the garden.

First Floor

The first floor offers three well-proportioned bedrooms and a

modern family bathroom. The principal bedroom benefits from

a built-in wardrobe and en-suite shower room, while a second

double bedroom and versatile third bedroom provide ideal

space for family living, guests or home working. The family

bathroom is fitted with a bath, shower over, wash basin and

WC.

Outside

The landscaped rear garden has been thoughtfully designed

for low-maintenance enjoyment, featuring a generous patio,

artificial lawn, mature planting, pergola seating area and

storage shed. A block-paved driveway to the side provides

tandem off-road parking, an EV charging point and gated

access to the rear garden.
