From the hallway stairs lead up to the first floor with
generous landing and four bedrooms, one with large

bathroom with bath,  WC and basin.  A further
bathroom with a shower over the bath, WC and
basin. 

Also from the entrance hall are stairs leading down
to the lower ground floor with utility/boiler room
with a door leading outside and a wall mounted
mains gas fired boiler. A door then leads into a good
sized lounge with attractive fireplace housing a gas
fire and large sliding patio doors to the rear garden. 

Outside, the driveway provides off road parking for
two cars and gives access to a single garage. Front
garden area and a path to either side of the house
leads to the rear. An enclosed garden with extensive
patio area, lawns, ornamental pond and store shed.
