Internal The front door opens into the welcoming entrance hall, providing
access to all ground floor rooms, stairs rising to the first floor and a
convenient place to store shoes and hang coats. Situated at the front of the
house is the bay fronted living room, measuring 13'3" x 11'7" and benefiting
from facing west and taking in the afternoon sun. Adjacent is the dining
room, currently setup as a home office space but has space for a large family
sized dining table. Situated at the rear of the house is the open plan
kitchen/diner, this dual aspect space faces both east and south making this a
light and airy space during the morning and afternoon. The kitchen has been
fitted with an array of modern shaker style wall and floor mounted units,
topped with solid wood worktops to create a smart finish. This room has been
cleverly designed with an island to allow for multiple seating. The first floor
comprises of two double bedrooms and the family bathroom. The principle
bedroom is located at the front of the house and measures a substantial 13'3"
x 12'10", with west facing views and built in wardrobes with a stunning centre
piece fireplace. Both bedrooms can comfortably fit a large double bed
alongside various other free standing furniture. The family bathroom has
been fitted with a three piece contemporary yet traditional suite, including a
bath with shower overhead, toilet, hand wash basin and an extra w/c located
separately. 

External The rear courtyard garden has been thoughtfully landscaped to
create a tranquil, secluded space, offering both privacy and a low-
maintenance outdoor space. Lining the boundaries are brick walls enclosing
this into a private and secluded space, with a gate providing side access. 

Situated In the vibrant heart of Worthing town centre, this immaculately
renovated home seamlessly combines coastal charm with the convenience of
modern town living.
