NO ONWARD CHAIN - Positioned in a prime location within the highly sought-after Cornfields development on the outskirts of Southminster, this detached family home offers generous living space and excellent potential for modernisation.
Ideally situated, the property enjoys convenient access to the village centre via a network of local shortcuts, placing a wide range of amenities within easy reach. These include shops, a post office, doctor’s surgery, primary school, and railway
station.
Internally, the home provides deceptively spacious accommodation throughout. The ground floor features a welcoming entrance hall leading to a cloakroom and a generously sized living room. This flows seamlessly into a dedicated dining area,
which in turn opens through to the kitchen located at the rear of the property.
Upstairs, the first floor offers a spacious landing giving access to three well-proportioned double bedrooms. The principal bedroom benefits from its own en-suite shower room, while the remaining bedrooms are served by a notably large family
bathroom.
Externally, the property boasts a well-maintained rear garden with direct access to the rear section of the garage. This area has been thoughtfully partitioned, offering additional storage or potential for use as a home office or games room. To the
front, a driveway provides off-road parking and leads to the front portion of the garage.
With its generous layout, desirable location, and scope for improvement, early viewing is highly recommended to fully appreciate all that this home has to offer.
