A welcoming entrance
hallway leads through to a front lounge, whilst to the rear is
a separate dining room which flows through to the
extended kitchen, creating a fantastic space overlooking
the garden. The ground floor is further complemented by
a useful utility room and W.C.

To the first floor are four well proportioned bedrooms,
including three doubles and a fourth bedroom created as
part of the extension, alongside a family bathroom.

Externally, the property benefits from a good size driveway
providing off street parking, along with a particularly
attractive and mature rear garden, offering a high degree
of privacy and an ideal space for outdoor enjoyment.
