The ground 

floor comprises an entrance porch 

leading into a bright and generously 

sized living room to the front of the 

property.  

To the rear is a large open-plan 

kitchen/dining room, fitted with modern 

units and complemented by a slightly 

separated utility area which flows 

naturally from the kitchen.
