Ground Floor

The property is approached via a block paved frontage providing off-road parking for several
vehicles, with the paving extending down the side of the house to a gated access into the rear
garden.

A double glazed porch leads into a welcoming entrance hallway, featuring stairs rising to the first
floor, a radiator, and access to a ground floor cloakroom fitted with a WC and wash hand basin.

The lounge—dining room is a generous and inviting space, enjoying a front aspect bay window and a
feature ﬁreplace with brick surround and wooden mantel, creating a warm focal point. An archway
connects seamlessly through to the dining area, which benefits from rear aspect windows and a
door opening into the conservatory. Throughout the lounge, dining area, hallway and kitchen, the
property enjoys matching engineered wood-effect laminate ﬂooring, flowing consistently across the
entire ground floor and enhancing the sense of space and cohesion.

The conservatory provides a pleasant additional reception space, ideal for relaxing or entertaining,
with double doors opening directly onto the rear patio and garden.

The extended kitchen is positioned to the rear/side of the property and is well equipped with a
range of ficted cupboards and drawers, ample work surfaces, and integrated appliances including a
double electric oven, gas hob with extractor hood and dishwasher. There is also space for a standing
fridge/freezer and washing machine, dual aspect windows providing excellent natural light, and a
door leading directly out to the garden.

First Floor
The first floor landing benefits from a side aspect window and provides access to all bedrooms and
the family bathroom.

All three bedrooms feature rnatching engineered wooden laminate ﬂooring, continuing the home’s
cohesive finish. The principal bedroom is positioned to the front of the property and enjoys a hay
window and generous proportions. Bedroom two is a well-sized double overlooking the rear garden,
while bedroom three offers a versatile space suitable as a child’s room, guest bedroom or home

OH:‘ICC.

The modern family bathroom is fitted with a white suite comprising a bath with contemporary
shower screen and shower attachment over, wash hand basin, WC, heated towel rail and spot
lighting. A frosted window provides natural light and ventilation, and there is access to the loft
space.

Outside

The rear garden isa particular highlight, offering excellent seclusion and generous proportions. It is
mainly laid to lawn with decorative stone edging, established flower and shrub borders, and a large
Ppatio area directly behind the property, ideal for outdoor dining and entertaining. The garden
continues down the side, leading to a further section with a timber garden shed, providing practical
storage.
