Birmingham is strategically located for motorway travel with the
ME, ME, M40 and M42 all interconnecting in and around the city.
The commute by car into London is around 118 miles, or just over 2
hours on average. Drive times across the Midlands are impressive
with a typical journey time of 30 minutes to Coventry, 55 minutes
to Lefcester and 60 minutes to Nottingham.
