Fiddlers Green is situated just above the quaint old Cornish fishing
village of Polperro, renowned for its pretty cottages and narrow
streets. The village was notorious for smuggling activities during the
18th and early 19th centuries with everyone conspiring to hide the
duty-free goods from the excise men. In the 19th century, pilchards
were landed in large quantities in the village with many women and
children being employed in cleaning and salting the fish. Polperro is
still a working fishing port and, at high tide, boats can be seen
unloading their catch on the quays. Polperro has a wild and rocky
shore with a dramatic and rugged coastline whilst the harbour is
exceptionally pretty.

Fitted carpet, radiator, pendant light fitting, telephone point. uPVC
double glazed window to rear with window seat, again enjoying the
superb views of the village, harbour and open sea. Double glazed
doors giving access to the balcony, running the width of the property.

Pedestal wash hand basin
with tiled splashback. Low level dual flush WC with soft close seat and
lid. Vinyl flooring, obscure uPVC double glazed window to side,
obscure uPVC double glazed window to rear.

A paved
pathway leads around the front of the property to the rear, giving
access to the sun terrace. Immediately to the rear of the property is
alarge sun terrace, taking full advantage of the magnificent views and
providing a sheltered spot for al fresco dining.



The tiered rear garden is of a very good size and bounded by mature
shrubs. There are two separate decking areas, again providing private
shelter and superb views.
