Situated in an elevated position with views towards Ben Loyal and Ben Hope, this 
attractive storey and a half family home offers flexible and comfortable accommodation over two levels.  
This wonderful home benefits from a beautiful sun room on the ground floor which has triple aspect views. 
There is a cosy lounge which features a wood burning stove which sits on a Caithness Flagstone hearth.  This 
room is of good proportions and has steps that lead down from it into the superb family room.  The family 
room boasts fabulous views from every aspect and is neutral in décor. It is a bright and welcoming reception 
room.  Doors within the family room open up into the low maintenance gardens.  The well-equipped white 
fitted kitchen benefits from a solid fuel Rayburn as well as an electric Leisure stove. The kitchen is open plan 
with the attractive dining room.  Two double bedrooms, one of which is en suite and a Jack and Jill bathroom 
complete the downstairs living accommodation.  Upstairs there is a stunning master -bedroom which has 
been thoughtfully designed as well as a shower room and fourth bedroom. Throughout the home there is 
excellent bult in storage space as well as the bathrooms benefitting from underfloor heating. 
Externally the gardens to front and rear are mainly laid to lawn with an adjoining stone-built store. The front 
garden also has a feature dry stone dyke wall and benefits from a generous gravel drive which provides ample 
off-road parking.  To the rear of the property there is a stone chipped seating area.
Viewing is essential to appreciate the size, quality of finish and location that this superb home has to offer. 
The property is well located for the NC 500 and would be suitable for use as a Bed and Breakfast buisiness or 
holiday letting.

Dimensions

Accessed via a two-panel glazed door this beautiful room boasts panoramic views 
and has triple aspect windows with blinds. Grey laminate has been laid to the floor; 
there are double sockets and a pendant light fitting. A door gives access to the kitch-
en and sliding doors lead into the lounge.

Sun Room 3.04m x 4.70m

Boasting fabulous views from every aspect, this neutrally decorated room is of good 
proportions. There are two central heating radiators, double sockets and grey lami-
nate flooring. Two doors give access to the low maintenance garden and four gener-
ous windows , which have been dressed with blinds, allow plenty of natural daylight 
flood through. There are sockets with built-in USB points and also a pendant light 
fitting. This is a bright and welcoming reception room.

Family Room 5.81m x 3.98m

The fabulous kitchen benefits from a solid fuel Rayburn as well as an electric Leisure 
stove. This room is of good proportions and benefits from triple aspect windows 
with blinds. There are white base and wall units with solid wooden worktops. Grey 
laminate has been laid to the floor and a hatch gives access to the loft void. This 
room benefits from a fridge freezer, washing machine and dishwasher. The kitchen 
is open plan with the dining room and has a smoke alarm, central heating radiator 
and chrome light fitting. Double doors lead to the rear garden.

Kitchen 2.40m x 4.78m

This beautiful room is rear facing and benefits from a built-in storage cupboard. 
The walls have been painted and oak laminate has been laid to the floor. There is a 
pendant light fitting, a Dimplex panel heater and also double sockets. Double glazed 
doors lead out to the low maintenance rear garden. A further door gives access to 
the Jack ‘n’ Jill bathroom.

Bedroom One 3.33m x 2.98m

The superb lounge features a woodburning stove which sits on a Caithness Flag 
hearth. There are two full-height central heating radiators, a contemporary light 
fitting as well as double sockets. Sliding doors give access to the sunroom, double 
doors lead to the front hall. A further door leads to the inner hall and two steps lead 
down to the splendid family room.

Lounge 5.17m x 3.45m

This bright room has white painted walls and benefits from gey laminate flooring. 
An opening gives access to the kitchen, there is a smoke alarm, a central heating 
radiator and a chrome light fitting. Stairs lead to the first floor and a door leads into 
the bright sun-room.

Dining Room 2.50m x 5.18m

The bright hall benefits from two useful storage cupboards. There is a smoke alarm, 
a heat protector and chrome light fitting. This area of the home benefits from both 
a storage heater and a central heating radiator. Doors lead to two bedrooms and the 
bathroom.

Inner Hall 3.09m x 1.08m

The bright bathroom has a bath with a shower above and a glass shower screen. 
Wet wall has been partially fitted to the walls. There is a WC and a pedestal ba-
sin. Ceramic tiles have been laid to the floor which also benefits from underfloor 
heating. There is also a wall mounted cupboard and mirror, also a shaving point. An 
opaque window faces the rear elevation.

Neutrally decorated throughout, this room enjoys superb views. The walls have 
been painted and oak laminate has been laid to the floor. There is a pendant light 
fitting, double sockets and a panel heater to the wall. A window, dressed with ro-
man blinds faces the front elevation and a door gives access to the En-Suite shower 
room.

Bedroom Two 3.87m x 2.88m

The bright landing is spacious and benefits from a storage cupboard which has pow-
er. A velux window allows daylight to flood through. There are also ceiling down-
lighters, a heat detector as well as a central heating radiator. Grey laminate has been 
laid to the floor and doors give access to two bedrooms and the shower room.

Top Landing 3.28m x 3.44m

This bright double room benefits from two velux and ordinary windows with blinds. 
Oak laminate has been laid to the floor and the walls have been painted. There are 
double sockets throughout, wall lights and a central heating radiator. This is an 
exceptionally bright bedroom.

Bedroom three 3.44m x 4.38m

The rear garden benefits from a raised seating area. There is also a wood store and a 
stone-built storage shed with felt roof. The front garden is laid to lawn with a feature 
drystone dyke.

This room is of good proportions and benefits from a generous shower enclosure. 
There is a white WC, a pedestal basin as well as a mirror and shaving point. This 
room also benefits from under floor heating, ceiling downlighters and an extractor 
fan. Shelving provides storage for toiletries and ceramic tiles have been laid to the 
floor.

En-Suite Shower Room 1.73m x 1.97m

The spacious shower room boasts amazing views. There is a shower enclosure, a 
WC, a pedestal basin and grey laminate flooring. A window, fitted with a blind, faces 
the side elevation. There is an extractor fan, ceiling downlighters and under floor 
heating.

Shower Room 2.92m x 2.81m

With magnificent views, this splendid room also benefits from four storage cup-
boards. Steps lead down to the living accommodation where there is five large 
windows which offer a fabulous outlook towards Ben Loyal and Ben Hope. There is 
a central heating radiator, a pendant light fitting and double sockets throughout. 
Laminate has been laid to the floor. This is a very spacious master bedroom which 
also has the advantage of a seating area.
