room with a pitched roof and windows to three sides. 

Beyond the Living room is the open-plan Dining Kitchen with

A step up leads to
the dining area. An inner hall continues from the dining area

to a useful Utility area providing space for large fridge or
similar. There is also a Downstairs Cloakroom.

The first floor leads to principal Bedroom 1, single Bedroom 4
and the fitted Family Bathroom. A further staircase rises from

the landing to the second floor and Two large Double
Bedrooms -both with attractive views. All bedrooms have built-

in wardrobes/cupboards.
