Extended by the current owners, the kitchen
breakfast room forms the heart of the home,
a soc iab le  and contemporary  space
enhanced by bi-fold doors that open up to
the garden. The kitchen is well-equipped,
offering extensive work surfaces with white
quartz countertops, alongside a range of
floor and eye-level units providing ample
storage. Integrated appliances include two
electr ic ovens,  a microwave, warming
drawer, dishwasher, fridge freezer, and a

The stairs l e a d t o t h e spacious first-floor

T h e  m a s t e r
bedroom is particularly generous in size,
offering plenty of space with the benefit of
built-in wardrobes and an en suite shower
room,  wh i le  the  remain ing bedrooms
provide flexible accommodation ideal for
family use, guests, or a home office.

The garden enjoys a high degree of privacy
and is thoughtfully arranged with pathways,
seat ing areas,  and wel l -stocked beds,
making it suitable for both family use and
entertaining. Overall, the grounds provide
an exceptional outdoor environment, rarely
found with properties of this type.
