Attractive south-westerly
rear garden and off-road parking, all
positioned within a desirable cul-de-
sac location.



INTERNAL
A welcoming porch opens into a spacious entrance hall complete with built-
in storage, setting the tone for this well-proportioned and versatile home. The
generous dual-aspect lounge/dining room is a bright and inviting living
space, enhanced by a fitted coal-effect gas fire, bespoke shelving and storage,
and sliding doors opening onto the rear garden while taking full advantage
of the delightful Downland views. The dining area enjoys a charming bay
window, creating the perfect setting for family meals and entertaining.

The impressive 16ft kitchen/breakfast room benefits from a dual aspect and is
fitted with a comprehensive range of wall and base units, ample work
surfaces and sink unit, together with space for appliances and a breakfast
table. A useful adjoining utility area leads through to a rear porch with direct
garden access. The ground floor also features a generous double bedroom
with bay window and fitted wardrobes, served by a modern shower room/WC
fitted with a contemporary white suite.

To the first floor, the landing offers additional built-in storage and leads to
two further double bedrooms and a family bathroom/WC. The principal
bedroom enjoys attractive south-westerly Downland views and benefits from
fitted wardrobes, drawer units and a walk-in storage cupboard. Bedroom two
also includes fitted wardrobes, shelving and access to useful eaves storage.

EXTERNAL
To the front, the property provides off-road parking with side access leading
to the attractive south-westerly rear garden. Beautifully arranged with lawn
and patio areas, mature flower beds and established borders, this delightful
outdoor space is ideal for relaxing and entertaining throughout the seasons.
The garden also benefits from three useful storage sheds.

SITUATED
Nestled in the sought-after Findon Village, this home enjoys a prime position
at the foot of the South Downs, offering picturesque countryside walks,
including access to the South Downs Way and local landmarks such as
Cissbury Ring and Chanctonbury Ring. The area is ideal for outdoor
enthusiasts, with miles of bridle paths and a renowned racing stables nearby.

Findon Village offers a selection of traditional pubs, charming restaurants,
and local shops, while the Findon Manor Hotel and historic church add to the
village’s character. The area is particularly popular with families due to its
excellent local primary school, St John the Baptist, which caters to children
aged 4-11 years.

For commuters, the property benefits from easy access to the A24 and A27,
with convenient bus routes nearby. West Worthing Railway Station is
approximately 3.5 miles away, providing direct links to London and coastal
destinations, while Worthing town centre is under 5 miles away, offering a
wider range of shopping, dining, and leisure facilities.
