An impressively spacious two bedroom second floor apartment, set in a fantastic central location with a
modern finish throughout. 

At the front of the building is the spacious open-plan living/kitchen/dining room, with three large windows
overlooking Queens Road filling the apartment with natural light to create a bright and welcoming space.
The kitchen has a good range of wall and floor mounted units with integrated oven, hob and extractor
hood, while benefitting from additional white goods including the freestanding fridge/freezer and washing
machine. 

The two bedrooms are double sized with a large window to the rear of the principal bedroom, while the
second smaller bedroom uses 'borrowed light' windows. 

The apartment is served by a large family bathroom off the hallway, coming with a full white suite and
heated towel rail. Additional built-in storage can also be found in the hallway.

Location

Queens Road is a popular commercial street in the heart of Clifton, a
Georgian suburb of Bristol, and it is particularly convenient for the University
of Bristol, Bristol Royal Infirmary and several other hospitals. The area
boasts a wide variety of retail facilities including high street brands, upscale
boutiques and quirky indie shops, as well as excellent entertainment and
hospitality amenities including numerous bars, cafes and restaurants. The
popular Clifton Down, the Bristol Zoo Gardens and Brunel’s landmark Clifton
Suspension Bridge straddling the Avon Gorge, are all close by.
