This bright room benefits from a large picture window overlooking the rear garden, a 
built-in woodburning stove, recessed display shelving, and a casement door opening onto the front patio.





The staircase rises to a bright landing with a window providing natural light, along with built-in storage and a large airing cupboard housing the hot water tank. A lovely bright room with mirrored 
fitted wardrobes, views over the front garden, and an en-suite bathroom comprising a panelled bath with shower screen, wash basin, and WC.
