DESCRIPTION 
5 West End is a charming semi-detached cottage ideally positioned 
just a short walk from Middleham Castle, offering characterful 
accommodation in a highly desirable location. 
 

The ground floor features a cosy sitting room with a multi-fuel log 
burning stove set within an attractive stone surround, 
complemented by exposed feature beams and useful alcove 
shelving.

A 
door leads out to the rear, where there is a stone-built storage 
shed/coal store. There is also pedestrian access across 
neighbouring properties’ yards for bin access. 
 

To the first floor, there is a well-proportioned double bedroom and 
a versatile second room, ideal as a dressing room, nursery or home 
office, which leads through to the bathroom. The bathroom 
comprises a bath with shower over, WC and wash basin.
