Adjacent to the kitchen, the expansive open-plan lounge and dining room 
forms the heart of the home. A charming log burner adds warmth and 
character, making it the perfect space for relaxing with family, 
entertaining friends, or enjoying meals together. Just off this area, the 
large conservatory provides a bright, versatile space ideal as a garden 
room, separate dining area, home office, or gym, with direct access to the 
rear garden. Moving up to the first floor, there are two double bedrooms, 
a further large single bedroom, a family bathroom with sleek tiling and a 
shower over the bath, and a separate WC. The loft extension provides two 
additional double bedrooms with storage, offering flexibility for a growing 
family. The rear garden is a true retreat, featuring a large sunny patio 
ideal for dining or relaxing in the warmer months. Steps lead down to a 
spacious, predominantly lawned garden, with mature shrubbery providing 
privacy and a sense of seclusion. From the bottom of the garden, there is 
access to Lower Green Road, enhancing connectivity.

The property occupies a pleasant setting within a crescent, 
approximately half a mile from the village centre, which offers a wide 
range of day-to-day amenities. Footpaths into Rusthall Common and 
surrounding countryside are within easy reach. Tunbridge Wells, just 
under two miles away, provides further shopping, recreational facilities, 
and a mainline railway station with fast trains to London in under an hour. 
The area is well served for schooling, including independent, grammar, 
and Church comprehensive schools, and offers numerous leisure 
opportunities such as golf, horse riding, cycling, tennis, and cricket. 
Excellent access to the A21 leads to the M25 and the south coast, while 
Gatwick Airport is approximately 25 miles away.
