To the rear, there is a
substantial office area, a separate storeroom, a kitchen, and a
WC. The property is fully accessible, with ramp access at the
entrance to accommodate mobility requirements.

The rental is set at £1,000 per calendar month for the entire
premises, with flexible lease terms available. Immediate entry is
possible, and viewings are considered essential in order to
appreciate the full scale and potential of the space.

Situated on the Gala Water in the rolling Borders countryside, Galashiels is a
bustling town boasting a fine selection of shops together with several excellent
restaurants in the area offering the best of Scottish fayre.
