2022, as part of the civic honour's competition to celebrate the Queen's platinum
jubilee. The City of Dunfermline is of considerable historic interest and is the resting
place of King Robert the Bruce. Carnegie's Birthplace museum, the Abbey and Abbot
House reflect the historic interest of the city, whilst recent developments have seen
Dunfermline move into the modern era with Carnegie Museum and Library.
