A large entrance porch provides a warm welcome into this wonderful home, and in turn leads into the beautiful
open-plan dining kitchen that spans the width of the house. With contemporary white high-gloss handle-less
cupboards and drawers sitting under granite worktops, and integrated appliances to include NEFF double oven and
dishwasher as well as space for a freestanding fridge/freezer and space and plumbing for a concealed washing
machine. There is ample room for a large table and chairs and two large windows flood the room with natural light.
The living room sits off the kitchen and at the rear of the property, boasting a large window and doors accessing
the rear garden. There is a wall-mounted living flame-effect electric fireplace providing warmth and a lovely
feature to the room. The ground floor is completed by a large understairs storage cupboard and a WC.

To the first floor there are three well-proportioned bedrooms, all boasting integrated wardrobes. Two of the
bedrooms are doubles whilst the third is a generous single. The bathroom is a larger-than-average space with a
four piece suite including bath, shower, wash hand basin and WC, complimented by underfloor heating.

Externally the rear garden is an easy to maintain space being mainly laid to lawn and enclosed by wooden fencing.
