Of traditional construction under a slate and felt
roof, the property benefits from a dark oak kitchen,
ground floor shower room, 1st floor bathroom, oil
central heating and uPVC double glazing. There is
scope for general modernisation, allowing
discerning buyers to imprint their own style.

This charming home also benefits from easily
maintained garden ground to the rear and also
benefits from pedestrian side access to the rear.



Hallway
The property is accessed by way of a uPVC storm door.
There is a glazed interior door, under stairs cupboard and
a CH radiator.
Lounge
A main lounge to the front featuring an ornate fire
surround housing an electric fire. Display recess, CH
radiator and a TV point.

Dining Room
A further reception room to the front featuring an ornate
fire surround, wall lights and a CH radiator.

Sitting Room
A sitting room to the rear, which has been latterly used a
ground floor bedroom. French doors to the sun lounge and
a CH radiator.

Sun Lounge
A sun lounge situated off the sitting room and kitchen.
There are 2 sets of sliding patio doors.

Kitchen
The kitchen has been fitted with a full range of medium
oak floor and wall-mounted units with onyx-style worktops
incorporating an asterite sink. There is a ceramic hob,
built-in oven (not operational), integrated dishwasher and
an automatic washing machine.

Shower Room
A ground floor shower room comprising a WHB, WC and a
large, low threshold shower with a shower curtain.

Landing
The landing provides access to the bedroom
accommodation, bathroom and a WC.

A bedroom to the front with a view over Loch Ryan. CH
radiator.



Bedroom 2
A further bedroom to the front with a view over Loch Ryan.
CH radiator.

Bedroom 3
A bedroom with a Velux to the front. CH radiator.

Bedroom 4
A bedroom with a Velux to the rear. Built-in shelving and a
CH radiator.

Bathroom
A generous bathroom comprising a WHB, WC and a
corner bath with a mixer-tap shower over. Velux to the
rear and a CH radiator.

WC
Comprising a WHB and WC.
