To one side is a
spacious lounge featuring a front-facing window, wood-
effect flooring, and a useful built-in storage cupboard.

To the rear, the fitted dining kitchen has been
thoughtfully extended to incorporate a dining area with
a vaulted ceiling, forming a generous and sociable space
ideal for modern family living. Doors open directly onto
the patio and enclosed rear garden, creating a seamless
connection between indoor and outdoor areas. The
kitchen is well-equipped with integrated appliances
including a dishwasher, fridge freezer, oven, hob and
extractor. There is also a separate utility room and a
convenient ground-floor WC.

To the first floor, there are three double bedrooms, with
the principal bedroom benefiting from an en-suite
bathroom with a mains-powered shower. The fourth
bedroom is a comfortable single room, well suited for
use as a home office or nursery. A family bathroom
serves the remaining bedrooms.

Externally, the property enjoys gardens to both the front
and rear, with the rear garden benefiting from a private
south-westerly aspect.
