At the side of the house, there is a gravel parking area, and a gate leads to
the rear garden, which is a particular feature of the house. The garden is
overgrown, but it is an excellent size and separated into two main areas.

The village of Waterbeach is a popular and thriving village. At its centre is a
traditional village green with a variety of shops and pubs surrounding it. There
are excellent recreational facilities in the village, as well as a primary school.
The village is just off the A10 which provides good access to the Al4,
Cambridge Science Park, and the City, all of which are under 4 miles away.
Waterbeach also has a railway station, which makes the village extremely
popular with those needing to commute to London and Cambridge.
