To the left is a front to back lounge
dining room with a bay window to the front and sliding
doors onto the rear garden. Across the hallway is a formal
dining room with a bay window overlooking the garden.
There is understairs storage and a cloakroom W.C. To the
rear is a breakfast room open plan to the kitchen, an area
offering great scope for reconfiguration and
modernisation.

A side extension covers the passageway beftween the
house and the large tandem garage which has an electric
door and an adjoining rear workshop. To the opposite side
of the property is an additional external storage room.
Externally the property offers a front garden and driveway.

To the first floor are four well proportioned bedrooms, a
family bathroom and a separate W.C.

The west facing rear garden enjoys an open aspect
backing onto the allotments, providing privacy and an
attractive outlook.

This is a rare opportunity to secure a home with significant
potential in one of York's most desirable locations. Early

viewing is highly recommended.
