***GUIDE PRICE £325,000 TO £340,000*** Set within an exclusive development of just 11 properties on the fringes of Burnham is this improved, extremely well maintained and
deceptively spacious semi-detached family home. The property was originally built in 2015 by Messrs. Linden Homes and represents an ideal first time purchase opportunity
with deceptively spacious living accommodation commencing with an inviting entrance hall leading to the living room which opens to a kitchen with integrated appliances and a
ground floor cloakroom/WC. The first floor then offers a landing area leading to two double bedrooms, one of which is served by an en-suite shower room and the other served
by a central bathroom. Externally, the property enjoys a generously sized, yet low maintenance rear garden an array of attractively planted beds, both paved and shingled areas
and a bridge over a raised Koi pond which leads to a further seating area and outbuilding at the rear. An attractive frontage then provides extensive off road parking along the
side of the house via a block paved driveway. The property and small development on which it sits is situated within easy access to local amenities including shops, pubs,
restaurants, schools, doctors surgery, marina and Burnham's railway station with direct links into London Liverpool Street. An early viewing is strongly advised to avoid the
disappointment of missing out.

BURNHAM‐ON‐CROUCH:
Burnham-on-Crouch is a picturesque town on the banks
of the River Crouch, a renown yachting and sailing centre
hos t ing  the  famous  ‘Burnham Week ’  a t  the  end  o f
August. The town has a population of a little over 9,500
and is the principal settlement in the Dengie peninsula.
C o n s e q u e n t l y  i t  b o a s t s  m a n y  a m e n i t i e s  t h a t  a r e
uncommon in small towns including two primary schools
and an academy secondary school, independent cinema,
Burnham yacht harbour/marina, several boatyards, three
yacht  c lubs ( inc lud ing the Roya l  Cor inth ian & Roya l
Burnham), two supermarkets and numerous individual
shops, public houses and restaurants. There is a railway
stat ion on the Southminster  branch l ine  wi th  d i rect
commuter trains into London Liverpool Street (at peak
times). The Burnham-on-Crouch Golf Club, founded in
1923, is situated in Creeksea on the outskirts of Burnham
and enjoys breathtaking views over the Crouch Valley and
River Crouch.
