The entrance hall has stairs to the first floor and a door into

the sitting room, a cloakroom and at the rear the kitchen
dining room. Which has fitted modern units and French doors
out to the garden. Both of the bedrooms run the width of the
house with a fitted wardrobe and en suite to the principal
bedroom. The second double bedroom also has fitted

wardrobes and a family bathroom. The front garden is
enclosed with railings and has shrubs. The rear garden has a
patio, lawn and gate to the parking spaces.
Marsh Gibbon has a thriving community with an active village

hall and many clubs and associations to include; football,
cricket, tennis, horticulture and crafting. There is an excellent
village shop, a post office, pub, churches. C of E Primary and
preschool school and comes under the Bucks Grammar
School catchment.

Vodafone (checker.ofcom.org.uk). The government portal
generally highlights this as a high surface water flood risk
postcode.
