


Situated in the highly sought-after residential area of Katherine Park, 
this impressive four-bedroom detached family home enjoys a prime 
position with private parking, a single garage, and a fully enclosed 
garden ideal for both family life and entertaining.

Spanning just under 1,500 sq ft of thoughtfully arranged living space, 
the home opens with a welcoming entrance hall that immediately sets 
the tone. Just inside the front door, a discreet cupboard provides 
extra storage, alongside practical understairs space, keeping the hall 
tidy and welcoming.

The generous dual-aspect sitting room is bathed in natural light 
throughout the day, enhanced by large windows and French doors 
that open directly onto the rear patio, seamlessly connecting indoor 
and outdoor living. A working gas fireplace provides a warm and 
inviting focal point, creating a cosy yet elegant space to relax and 
entertain in all seasons.

Positioned to the front of the house is a separate, spacious dining 
room offering excellent flexibility. This versatile room could easily be 
used as a formal dining space, a children’s playroom, or a 
comfortable home office, adapting effortlessly to the needs of 
modern family life.

To the rear of the property lies the well-appointed kitchen, 
overlooking the garden and forming the heart of the home. Designed 
with both practicality and sociability in mind, it is fitted with a range 
of integrated appliances, including a fan-assisted electric oven with 
four-ring gas hob and extractor, dishwasher, and fridge/freezer, 
alongside ample storage. The kitchen flows through to a convenient 
downstairs WC, while a separate door provides direct access to the 
garden, a particularly useful feature for busy households and family 
living.

Stairs lead to the first floor, which offers three well-proportioned 
bedrooms. Two are generous doubles, while the third is a spacious 
single room, currently used as a children’s bedroom but with clear 
potential to serve as a home office. The family bathroom features a 
contemporary white suite, complete with a bath.

The entire second floor is dedicated to an impressive master 
bedroom suite, spanning the full footprint of the property. This 
exceptional space offers ample room for built-in wardrobes and a 
dedicated dressing area, complemented by a generous en-suite 
bathroom featuring both a separate shower and bath. There is 
further scope to create an additional single bedroom or home office, 
subject to the necessary planning permissions (STPP).

Externally, the property benefits from a flat, well-maintained 
north/east-facing garden, mainly laid to lawn. To the rear is a 
decking area with pergola, ideal for entertaining or enjoying a 
barbecue. There is side access to a single garage with power and 
lighting, along with off-street parking and ample additional on-street 
parking.
