The house is accessed down steps to a
pathway which leads to the front garden. This
pathway leads on down in front of these
houses to the Coombe Valley nature reserve
and it is a tranquil location with a pleasant
outlook and sunny aspect.
As you enter the property, a convenient WC is
located just off the entrance, followed by an
entrance hall which leads in to a generously
sized lounge overlooking the front. Following
on from the lounge there is a dedicated
dining area which flows in to the kitchen. The
modern kitchen has a window overlooking
the rear garden and is fitted with a range of
base and wall units, oven with a 4 ring
electric hob and space for a fridge/freezer.
Patio doors open out from the dining area
into the rear garden.

Upstairs, there are three good sized
bedrooms, two of which overlook the rear
garden. The main bedroom overlooks the
front garden and is fitted with built in
wardrobes. The modern family bathroom is
fully tiled and comprises a WC, wash hand
basin, shower over the bath and a skylight
above provides lots of natural light.
There is central heating and double glazing.

Patio doors open out from the dining area into
the rear garden which is thoughtfully laid out
with a patio area, a gravelled section for low-
maintenance and a grassed area with a shed at
the rear.
