The property is entered through a welcoming hallway which provides access to the principal living 
accommodation. The bright and generously proportioned lounge is beautifully presented and fea-
tures an attractive stone fireplace with an enclosed fire, creating a cosy focal point. A large picture 
window allows natural light to flood the room, enhancing the warm and inviting atmosphere.

To the rear of the property, the spacious kitchen is fitted with an excellent range of maple wall and 
base units, offering ample storage and workspace. The kitchen leads directly into a superb sun-
room, a bright and versatile addition with views over the rear garden and direct access to the patio, 
providing the perfect place to relax or entertain throughout the year.

Upstairs, the property offers two well-proportioned double bedrooms, both enjoying pleasant out-
looks and generous natural light. A useful study provides an ideal home office, nursery or dressing 
room, adding flexibility to suit a variety of lifestyles. Completing the first floor is a stylish family 
bathroom, beautifully fitted with a modern vanity unit and a bath with a monsoon shower above.

Externally, the property benefits from attractive garden grounds to both the front and rear. The en-
closed rear garden is mainly laid to lawn and features a patio area. A substantial detached garage, 
currently divided into two sections, offers excellent workshop and storage space and benefits from 
power, fitted units and an up-and-over door. A generous driveway provides ample off-road parking.

Dimensions

The bright inner hall is accessed via a partially glazed UPVC door and benefits from 
a window facing the side elevation. The floor has been laid to carpet and there is a 
spacious understairs cupboard offering ample storage, a central heating radiator, 
some coving and a smoke alarm. There are doors leading to kitchen and another 
one to lounge as well as a staircase giving access to the first floor.

Inner Hall 4.65 x 1.9 m

The spacious kitchen benefits from maple base and wall units with laminate 
worktops. There is a stainless-steel sink with mixer tap and drainer and space for a 
cooker as well as a washing machine. The flooring has been laid to vinyl and there 
is a central heating radiator, wall lights and fluorescent ceiling light as well as a few 
double sockets. A large window with a roller blind facing to the rear elevation. There 
is some space for a table and chairs and there is a door leading to a superb sun-
room.

Kitchen 2.35 x 5.65 m

A carpeted stairwell leads to the first-floor landing, with papered walls and a fitted 
carpet and there a large window, facing to the side elevation, which allows plenty of 
daylight. There is a hatch giving access to the loft void as well as a pendant light fit-
ting and a smoke alarm. There is a built-in storage cupboard and doors give access 
to two bedrooms, the study and bathroom.

Top landing 3.22 x 2.28 (Longest & Widest)

This airy room has a built-in storage cupboard as well as a central heating radiator, a 
pendant light fitting and a few electrical sockets. There is a large curtained window 
to the front elevation and the floor has been laid to carpet.

Bedroom One 3.06 x 3.49 m

This beautifully presented room is generously-proportioned and featuring an 
attractive stone fireplace with an enclosed stone fireplace. There is a large picture 
window, facing to the front elevation and letting in plenty of daylight. There are 
also pendant light fitting, ambient wall lights as well as power points and a central 
heating radiator.

Lounge 4.67 x 3.63 m

This exceptionally bright room benefits from the ceiling downlighters, has some 
wall lights, plenty of wall double sockets and a central heating radiator. Window 
blinds have been fitted throughout and flooring has been laid to oak laminate. A 
partially glazed door gives access to the private garden.

Sun room 2.23 x 5.42 m

The study benefits from a fitted carpet, a pendant light fitting as well as a glazed 
panel facing to the front elevation. Alternatively, this room will make an excellent 
dressing room for the first bedroom.

Study 1.96 x 1.79 m

Bedroom two has a large window with curtains and faces to the rear elevation. The 
floor has been carpeted and walls papered. There is a central heating radiator, pen-
dant light fitting as well as a power wall socket.

This beautiful room has a bath with a monsoon shower above it. The basin and WC 
have been built-in into an oak vanity unit. There is a mirrored wall unit as well as 
a wall storage cupboard. This room also benefits from a handy towel rail and an 
opaque window with roller blind, facing to the rear elevation.

Bathroom 1.73 x 2.28 m

The rear garden is laid to lawn and there is a patio seating area. The garage/work-
shop is also incorporated in the back garden and there is a large driveway with an 
off-road parking.
The front garden has also been laid to lawn with some mature plants.

This generously-proportioned garage has carpet flooring throughout and is divide 
into two separate rooms. There are two windows as well as a pedestrian door and 
an up-and-over door. The garage benefits from wall and base units as well as power 
and a ceiling fluorescent light.
