The principle
bedroom is positioned to the rear of the development with views of the
countryside via its dual aspect windows. Furthermore the principle
bedroom suite includes an en-suite shower room.

In addition to the private garden, a large lawned communal garden is
available to use, whilst parking can be found via an allocated space with
numerous visitor spaces also available. The property is double glazed and
gas central heated.
