Positioned on the edge of Stratford-upon-Avon, the
home benefits from views to the side and front which
immediately creates a sense of space and calm. It’s a
lovely outlook to wake up to each morning and a rare
feature in newer developments.

As you arrive, the property has great kerb appeal and
presents itself smartly. Stepping through the front
door you are greeted by a welcoming entrance
hallway, a bright and airy space that immediately sets
the tone for the rest of the home. It’s the perfect place
to greet family and friends before guiding them
through to the main living areas.



To the right of the hallway sits the main living room, a
wonderfully comfortable and relaxing space. French
doors open out onto the garden, allowing natural light
to flood the room and creates that seamless indoor-
outdoor feel that works so beautifully during the
warmer months. You can easily imagine cosy
evenings here, curled up on the sofa with a good film
or catching up with loved ones after a busy day.
It’s the cleverly designed kitchen, dining and family
areas that truly form the heart of the home. Arranged
in a flowing L-shape, the spaces feel open and
sociable while still offering their own defined areas.
The snug/family area sits to the front, creating a
relaxed spot to unwind while remaining connected to
the kitchen.

From here the space flows naturally into the kitchen
itself, which sits centrally with ample worktop space,
modern fitted units and integrated appliances
providing a sleek yet highly practical environment for
cooking and entertaining. Just off the kitchen is a
useful utility room with space for a washing machine
and tumble dryer, keeping the noisier appliances out
of earshot. A door from here leads out to the side,
ideal for muddy boots and paws after countryside
walks.

Flowing round the corner located on the rear is the
dining area, giving the perfect setting for a generous
dining table. It feels connected to the rest of the space
yet slightly set apart, making it ideal for both everyday
family meals and more formal gatherings with friends.
French doors allow light to flood in and frame the view
of the immaculate garden beyond.

Just off the hallway you’ll also find a downstairs
cloakroom, essential for modern family living.



Making your way upstairs, you’ll find four double
bedrooms, each light and bright. The master bedroom
enjoys a pleasant outlook to the rear, creating a calm
and relaxing space. A through to flows into a dressing
area offering plenty of wardrobe’s space to keep the
room decluttered and a door through to a shower en-
suite. Bedroom two also boasts an en-suite and the
remaining bedrooms are all generous in size and
could easily serve as children’s rooms, guest
accommodation or a home office if required. The
family bathroom is fitted with a modern three-piece
bathroom suite, providing both comfort and
practicality for busy mornings.

Outside, the rear garden is the ‘cherry on the cake’ a
beautiful oasis which mirrors the home itself.
Beautifully landscaped having a large patio laid with
Indian sandstone which when wet shows varying
colours and reflects the light back into the, already
bright, home. It’s a fantastic space to enjoy the
warmer months, whether hosting summer barbecues
or simply sitting back with your favourite drink and
soaking up the sunshine. The garden provides a nice
balance between patio and lawn, making it both
practical and enjoyable for a range of uses.

One particularly appealing addition to the property is
the well-designed detached outbuilding currently
used as a garden room and office. This incredibly
versatile space could easily adapt to suit many needs;
a home office, creative studio, yoga room, games
room or hobby space. With more people working from
home than ever before, having this separate area
away from the main house is a real bonus.



To the front the driveway provides off-road
parking for three/four vehicles along with access
to the garage.
