The

village has a variety of local shops and Croxley station is on the Metropolitan Line which

provides a direct link to London in just 45 minutes, so it is ideal for those commuters who

want to be close enough to London yet live in a small, friendly community. 

The Green is a large green space on which many of the village’s events take place 

throughout the year: classic car shows, Croxfest and the very popular Revels Fair that 

has been a tradition in the village since 1952, a family day out with arts and crafts, 

dance exhibitions and a whole host of games. The Green also hosts two of seven pubs 

in Croxley, The Coach and Horses and The Artichoke, both offering great food and 

live music events throughout the year.

There are a number of outstanding primary schools around the village, making it a hugely

desirable location for families. Little Green and Harvey Road are two of the most popular

with many of the pupils going on to Rickmansworth School Academy and the newly built

Croxley Danes School for secondary education.
