Enhanced by a deep skylight that allows natural light to
pour in and French doors that open onto the patio, this
space is perfectly suited to both everyday living and
entertaining. The kitchen is fitted with an array of Shaker-
style wall and base units, complemented by solid oak
worktops that provide ample preparation space and
storage. A range of integrated appliances are included,
along with space for additional freestanding appliances if
desired.

Leading off the kitchen is a useful utility room with access
to a garage, as well as a convenient ground floor W.C.

The first floor offers four well-proportioned bedrooms,
including the impressive principal bedroom formed as part
of the two-storey side extension, which benefits from its
own dressing room and en-suite shower room. A further
staircase leads to the second floor where the fifth
bedroom can be found, a substantial and versatile space
featuring built-in storage, multiple windows allowing for
excellent natural light, and far-reaching views across York.
