Offered to the market with no upward chain, this is a rare opportunity

to acquire a nice quality detached bungalow in the heart of the village

and with excellent proportions.



The Property
The property is set back from the road, behind low-

maintenance front gardens, with a wall and wrought-

iron gates. With UPVC double glazing and gas central

heating throughout, the accommodation is well

designed with the living space to one side and sleeping

arrangements on the other. The property extends to in

the region of 950 square feet, with the addition of a

useful attached garage. 

Expect to find, in brief, an enclosed porch leading to the

entrance hall, a generous main sitting room, a

conservatory, a fitted kitchen, and three double

bedrooms (one currently used as a dining room). There

is also a useful shower room.

The Outside
The plot is a particular feature of the property. Set

behind a low-level wall with wrought-iron gates and a

private driveway, the gardens wrap around the main

house. There are low-maintenance lawned gardens to

the front, and to the rear, private landscaped gardens

with further lawns and two patio terraces. 



The Location 
Nestled in a mature cul-de-sac in the heart of the

village, the property is within a short walk of Main

Street. The village offers a wide range of amenities,

including a Co-Op, doctor's surgery, dental practice,

chemist, veterinary clinic, leisure centre, and library.

There is also a bakery, a greengrocer, coffee shops,

pubs, and eateries. Access to Loughborough and

Nottingham is easy via car or a regular bus service. East

Midlands Airport is just 6 miles away.
