About The Property
A twenty year old, deceptively spacious detached home situated on the edge of the small village of
Ebbesbourne Wake which has a thriving public house, The Horseshoe Inn and is surrounded by
wonderful countryside of the Cranborne Chase (a dark sky reserve). 

The property lies in a slightly elevated position with lawn and gardens to front, side and rear with the
driveway at the back leading into a large gravel parking area which leads to the detached timber garage
(16ft x 11ft). There is a large log store and oil tank. The garden is enclosed by timber fencing with flower
beds and mature shrubs.

The front door leads into a hallway with stairs to the first floor and deep storage cupboard. A door then
leads into the kitchen/dining room which has a good range of worksurfaces and units, built in appliances,
space and plumbing for washing machine and dishwasher, cooker space and double doors to garden. The
double aspect sitting room has a brick fireplace with woodburning stove and a door to the garden. On
this floor there are two bedrooms, one with a double wardrobe and a four piece shower room. On the
first floor are two further bedrooms, one with double wardrobe cupboard and a bathroom. Benefits
include oil fired central heating by radiators and double glazed windows and doors.
