Steeped in history, dating back to the late 17
century, it was the former home of George
Stubbs, the artist who researched and
prepared his work on the famous Anatomy of
the Horse and is internationally renowned.  The
property is accredited and included in
Pevsner's Guide to Historic Buildings of
Lincolnshire acknowledging the status of this
fine property.

Set well back from the road with a wide
frontage, the house stands in approximately
two thirds of an acre of well kept grounds.  An
impressive entrance reception connects all
principal rooms with a fine inner staircase.
There are four receptions in total, a superb
refurbished dining kitchen plus utilities,
cloakroom and w.c.  To the first floor is an
impressive master bedroom suite, four further
generous double bedrooms and a family
bathroom.  The second floor offers enormous
scope with approximately 1500 sq ft of attic
which would lend itself to a multitude of uses.
The grounds are mainly laid to lawn and easily
managed offering multiple parking,  a
substantial garage and workshop. 



This location is just over 5 minutes from the
Humber Bridge with easy access to the A63,
A15 and M180.  The nearby town of Barton-
upon-Humber provides comprehensive
facilities and the city of Kingston Upon Hull lies
just over the Humber Bridge.
