The Indoors

You enter into a central hallway that connects all the
rooms. To the left is the open-plan living and kitchen area,
conveniently positioned as you enter.

The highlight is the private south-facing balcony with an
adjacent mature beech tree, accessed directly from the
living room. It’s a lovely quiet spot to enjoy morning coffee,
catch some sun, or simply get some fresh air while taking in
the open views of the city or the gardens below.

Although the nearest tube station is Bethnal Green, this flat
sits in a pocket that feels much more connected to the
vibrant areas of Broadway Market, London Fields, and
beautiful Victoria Park. Victoria Park is only a five minute
walk away and is a real highlight with weekend markets,
open spaces, the Pavilion and the Hub cafes, and a strong
community atmosphere.

Cambridge Heath station is also just a five minute walk
away, and there are frequent buses to central London and
beyond.
