On the ground floor there is a bespoke Kitchen/

Breakfast Room complete with an AGA, a light and 

airy Dining Room/Orangery with a lantern roof and a 

very comfortable Drawing Room with a feature  

fireplace. There is also a Study, Snug and Utility 

Room and a Cloakroom/W.C. 

 

The first floor is approached by two separate  

staircases. In total, five well proportioned Bedrooms 

are served by two luxurious En-Suite and family  

Bathroom facilities. 

 

The entire house has been finished to an impeccably 

high standard and with great attention to detail. Period 

features such as exposed beams and brickwork are 

complimented by bespoke hand made oak staircases, 

engineered oak flooring and subtle décor shades.

French doors open from the dining room/orangery 

onto a wide paved sun terrace and further sunken 

courtyard.
